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Brief Description

Scholar's Aid keeps bibliographical data and notes together, for the very good reason that scholars always need to keep their notes linked to the sources from which those notes were made. Indeed, in academic writing, scholars constantly support their argument by reference to the sources on which they have worked. Thus, in directly quoting from one of these sources, or in making reference to another’s ideas, rigorous academic scholarship demands accurate and detailed citation of those original sources. Scholar's Aid automates this process in a manner that is entirely without precedent. Provided the original notes were written in the Notes module of Scholar's Aid, by selecting text and clicking one of the transfer buttons, the program transfers the selected text into the word-processed document and, at exactly the same time, inserts an appropriate citation into the document in a form (footnote, short footnote, endnote, short endnote and parenthetical reference) determined by the user. The program even includes the correct page number in the citation that it creates within the word-processed document. Scholar's Aid surely is the Reference Processor™.

User Interface

Toolbar

The Toolbar is a collection of speed buttons that perform the most frequently used functions, such as adding a new record. (Equivalent menu and keyboard commands are shown in brackets.)
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Buttons

•
Source: Goes to the note's source record under the Author folder in the NoteTree window. If there is no source associated with the selected note, it will open the Library module in which you can select a source. See Linking a note to its source. (Record|Source link; Ctrl-F5 or Record|Go to source; Ctrl-F7)

•
Back: Locates the previously viewed note. It acts in the same way as the Back button of a web browser. (Navigate|Backward; Shift-F2)

•
Forward: Locates the next viewed note. It acts in the same way as the Forward button of a web browser. (Navigate|Forward; Shift-F3)

•
Add: Adds a new note of the same note type as the last viewed note or the note type you selected in the popup menu that can be activated by clicking the small down arrow button beside the Add button. You can define note types in the Note Type Editor. See Note Type Editor. (Record|Add; F5)

•
Delete: Deletes the selected note(s). (Record|Delete; F6)

•
Update: Updates the note that is currently being edited. (Record|Update; F7)

•
Cancel: Cancels editing and restores the original contents of the note. (Record|Cancel; F8)

•
Search: Opens and closes the Search pane in which search criteria can be entered. (Record|Search; Ctrl-F)

•
Full: Inserts the selected text of the note and its full citation in your document. (Transfer|Note+FullCitation; Ctrl-F9)

•
Short: Inserts the selected text of the note and its short citation in your document. (Transfer|Note+ShortCitation; Ctrl-F10)

•
None: Only inserts the selected text of the note in your document. (Transfer|Note only; Ctrl-F11)

•
Word / WP/ WordPro: Activates the word processing program that is specified in the Word Processor setting under the Transfer tab of Preferences on the File menu. (Window|Word Processor; F12)

•
Pref.: Opens the Preferences dialog box in which options and settings can be selected. (File|Preferences)

•
Backup: Backs up all the database and configurations in a single file. There is an option that allows you to backup the Library and Notes data together. (Tools|Backup data; Ctrl-Alt-S)

•
Restore: Restores a backup file. (Tools|Restore data; Ctrl-Alt-O)

•
Save: Saves the open Notes data file and makes an additional backup file [with the extension .N3B]. (File|Save; Ctrl-S)

•
Open: Opens a Notes data file. (File|Open; Ctrl-O)

•
Library: Opens the Library module. (Window|Library; F9)

•
Biblio: Inserts into your word-processed document an entry in a bibliography appropriate to the source of the selected note. (Transfer|Bibliography)

•
Ref. List: Inserts into your word-processed document an entry in a reference list appropriate to the source of the selected note. (Transfer|Reference list)

•
F&C: Opens the Fonts and Colors dialog box in which you can select component fonts and colors. (Tools|Component font and color)

•
ChrAid: Opens the CharacterAid dialog box that allows you to insert special characters in your text. (Tools|Insert special character)

•
On Top: Makes the Notes module stay on top of all other windows all the time, even when another application is activated. This is useful when you want to frequently access the data while you are writing in your word processor. (Window|Stay on top)

•
Replace: Opens and closes the Search pane in which search and replace text can be entered. (Record|Replace; Ctrl-R)

•
Refresh: Refreshes all the source data in the open Notes data file with data in the Library module. If you modified data in the Library module, refreshing ensures that the source data in the open Notes data file is updated. (NoteTree|Update All Sources)

•
Print: Prints the selected note.

Remarks

•
You can customize the appearance of the toolbar and reorganize the buttons using the Toolbar Editor(Editors|Toolbar Editor). See The Toolbar Editor for detailed information.

•
The Add button updates the current note and makes a new blank note so that you can enter new data. Thus, you do not have to click the Update button if you are adding a new note.

•
Clicking the Cancel button while you are entering a new note deletes the new note if it has not already been updated.

•
To transfer other reference types (e.g., a bibliographical entry), use the Transfer menu.

•
To deactivate a search and close the Search pane, click the Search button again.

Rename: Renames the selected note title.

•
Float: Makes a Float note window for the selected folder. (Ctrl-L)

•
Sort Folder: Sorts all items in the selected folder in alphabetical order.

•
Sort All: Sorts all items in the All notes main folder in alphabetical order.

•
Collapse All: Collapses all folders in the NoteTree window. (Ctrl-Alt-Up)

•
Expand All: Expands all folders in the NoteTree window. (Ctrl-Alt-Down)

•
Updates All Sources: Refreshes all source data in the open Notes data file with the data in the Library module. If you modified data in the Library module, refreshing ensures the source data in the open Notes data file is updated. (Refresh button)

•
Add: Adds a new record of the same source type as the last viewed record. (Add button; F5)

•
Delete: Deletes selected record(s). (Delete button; F6)

•
Update: Updates the record that is currently being edited. (Update button; F7)

•
Cancel: Cancels editing and restores the original contents. (Cancel button; F8)

•
Select All: Selects all records in the NoteList window. (Ctrl-A)

•
Source Link: Opens the Library module so that you can select the source of the note. See Record Management|Adding a new note|Linking a note to its source. (Ctrl-F5)

•
Source Unlink: Breaks the link between the note and its source. (Ctrl-F6)

•
Go to Source: Goes to the note's source record under the Author main folder in the NoteTree window. (Source button; Ctrl-F7)

•
Bookmarks: Opens the Bookmark dialog box. See Special Features|Using Bookmarks. (Ctrl-B)

•
Hyperlinks: Opens the Hyperlink dialog box. See Special Features|Using Hyperlinks. (Ctrl-H)

•
Keywords: Opens the Keyword dialog box. See Special Features|Using Keywords. (Ctrl-K)

Search: Opens the Search pane in which search criteria can be entered. (Search button; Ctrl-F)

•
Replace: Opens the Search pane in which search and replace text can be entered. (Replace button; Ctrl-R)

•
Open As: Provides three options:

· New Note: Makes a new note record with the data in the file that you are opening. (Shift-F5)

· Insert: Inserts the data of the file at the location of the cursor in the note. (Shift-Ctrl-F5)

· Replacement: Replaces the note with the data of the file that you are opening. (Ctrl-Alt-F5)

•
Save As: Opens the Save dialog box so that you can save the selected note to a file. (Shift-F7)

Navigate

•
Backward: Goes to the previously viewed record. (Back button; Shift-F2)

•
Forward: Goes to the next viewed record. (Forward button; Shift-F3)

•
Reset History: Discards the history memory. Thereafter, the Backward and Forward functions will not work until you view other notes.

•
Last updated: Goes to the last updated record. (F4)

•
First: Goes to the first record. (Ctrl-F2)

•
Previous: Goes to the previous record. (F2)

•
Next: Goes to the next record. (F3)

•
Last: Goes to the last record in the NoteTree window. (Ctrl-F3)

•
Collapse all: Collapses all the folders in the NoteTree. (Collapse button in the NoteTree; Ctrl-Alt-Up)

•
Expand all: Expands all the folders and their sub-folders in the NoteTree. (Ctrl-Alt-Down)

•
All notes: Displays all records. (Ctrl-Alt-A)

•
Recent used notes: Displays records that have been used in the present Scholar's Aid session. (Ctrl-Alt-R)

•
Searched notes: Displays the results of all the queries made using the Search function with the "Collect" option. (Ctrl-Alt-F)

•
Note types: Displays all the different types of note. Clicking on a note type displays all the records of that particular type. (Ctrl-Alt-T)

•
Authors: Displays all the different authors whose books are associated with the notes in the open file. Clicking on an author displays all the works of that particular author, and clicking on a source displays all the notes that are associated with that particular source. (Ctrl-Alt-U)

•
Bookmarks: Displays all the bookmarks and hyperlinks. Clicking on a bookmark or hyperlink displays all the notes that include this particular bookmark or hyperlink. Clicking on a hyperlink displays all its links(multi-hyperlink). See Special Features|Using Bookmarks and Using Hyperlinks. (Ctrl-Alt-B)

•
Keywords: Displays all the keywords, together with the sub-keywords within each keyword. Clicking on a keyword (or any of its sub-keywords) displays all the notes that include this particular keyword. (Ctrl-Alt-K)

•
Deleted records: Displays all deleted records. Deleted records can be restored by using the "Restore" popup command. (Ctrl-Alt-D)

Transfer

All functions in this menu transfers data to your document or to the clipboard according to the setting "Transfer to" in the Preferences. See Setting the Preferences.

•
Note + Full citation: Inserts the selected text of the note and its full citation in your document. (Full button; Ctrl-F9)

•
Note + Short citation: Inserts the selected text of the note and its short citation in your document. (Short button; Ctrl-F10)

•
Note only: Inserts only the selected text of the note in your document. (None button; Ctrl-F11)
•
Bibliography: Inserts a bibliographical entry in your document. (Biblio button)

•
Reference list to: Inserts a reference list item in your document. (RefList button)

•
To Clipboard with: Transfers the data to the clipboard regardless of the settings of "Transfer to" and "Citation" in the Preferences. Sub-menus are: Short foot/endnote, Foot/endnote, Short Parenthetical ref., Parenthetical ref., and None.

•
To Word processor with: Transfers the data to the word processor regardless of the settings of "Transfer to" and "Citation" in the Preferences. Sub-menus are: Short footnote, Footnote, Short endnote, Endnote, Short Parenthetical ref., Parenthetical ref., and None.

Tools

•
Component font and color: Opens the Font&Color dialog box. To change the background color, click the right mouse button on the chosen color in the color palette; to change the font color, click the left mouse button on the chosen color in the color palette; to change the font face, select a font; to change the font style (underline, italic or bold) use the Styles check boxes. See Utilities|Changing Font and Color. (F&C button)

•
Insert special character: Opens the CharacterViewer dialog box. Click the Insert button (or double-click on the character) to insert the selected character at the point where the cursor [caret] is currently located. See Utilities|Inserting Special Characters. (ChrAid button)

•
Spell checking dictionary: Opens the Spell Checking Dictionary List dialog box. You can add as many dictionaries as you need including custom dictionaries. See Special Features|Using Spell Checker.

•
Backup data: Backs up all the Notes data, style files, and configuration files that Scholar's Aid uses. If you select "Scholar's Aid Library+Notes backup files" in the Backup dialog box, it backs up all the Library and the Notes data, style files, and configuration files that Scholar's Aid uses. See Utilities|Backing up Data. (Backup button; Ctrl-Alt-S)

•
Restore data: Restores all the data in a backup file. See Utilities|Restoring Backed-up Data. (Restore button; Ctrl-Alt-O)

•
File undo: Reverts the open file to the last version that you saved - any modifications made in that file since that last save will of course be lost.

•
Update via the Internet: Activates the Scholar's Aid UpdateCenter which allows you to update the program quickly and easily via an Internet connection.

•
Register: Activates the built-in registration program. You can print out the form or send the data via the Internet from the program. Quick Registration via the Internet is available for registered users. After you receive your registration number, enter the number by selecting the Registration number menu.

Editors

•
Note Type Editor: Opens the Note Type Editor in which you can edit the different types of note.

•
InputAid List Editor: Opens the InputAid List Editor in which you can edit the InputAid lists including the AutoText list.

•
Keyword Editor: Opens the Keyword Editor in which you can add or delete keywords, or their sub-keywords.

•
Toolbar Editor: Opens the Toolbar Editor in which you can customize the toolbar.

Windows

•
Library: Opens the Library module. (Library button; F9)

•
Word processor: Activates the word processor specified in the Preferences on the File Menu. (WordProcessor button; F12)

•
Stay on top: Makes the Notes module stay on top of other windows even though it is deactivated. (OnTop button)

NoteTree
Below the toolbar, the main display is divided into two windows – the narrow window on the left-hand side is the NoteTree. At the top of this window is a panel with five small icons, each of which controls the way in which your data is displayed in the large window to the right of the NoteTree. 
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Icons and Folders

•
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 Collapse all: Collapses all the sub-folders of the main folders in the NoteTree.

•
[image: image7.bmp] Float notes: Activates the last viewed Float note window. Clicking the small down arrow button ajacent to the button displays all the Float note windows open. Select one to activate the window. 

•
[image: image8.bmp] Main folders: Displays all the main folders when you click the small down arrow button. The main folders are:

· [image: image9.bmp] Displays all the notes in a hierarchical structure. (Ctrl-Alt-A)

· [image: image10.bmp] Displays all the recently viewed or edited notes. (Ctrl-Alt-R)

· [image: image11.bmp] Displays all notes that were searched with the "collect" option. (Ctrl-Alt-F)

· [image: image12.bmp] Displays all the different types of note; if you select an individual note type, displays all the notes in the current file of that type. (Ctrl-Alt-T)

· [image: image13.bmp] Displays all the authors and their works, and all notes that are associated with the selected source. (Ctrl-Alt-U)

· [image: image14.bmp] Displays all the bookmarks and hyperlinks. Clicking on a bookmark or hyperlink displays all the notes that include this particular bookmark or hyperlink. · [image: image15.bmp] Displays all the keywords, together with the sub-keywords within each keyword. Clicking on a keyword (or any of its sub-keywords) displays all the notes that include this particular keyword. See Special Features|Using Keywords. (Ctrl-Alt-K)

· [image: image16.bmp] Displays all deleted records. Deleted records can be restored by using the "Restore" popup command. (Ctrl-Alt-D)

Remarks

•
NoteTree’s ability to identify notes by reference to particular keywords is entirely dependent on the data in the keyword field of each record. Thus if you do not enter a keyword for a particular note, that note will not be displayed when you click on an item in Keywords. You can edit the keywords of a note by selecting the "Record|Keywords" menu or clicking the Keywords button ([image: image19.bmp]) on the Note Window.

Popup menus

These menus are activated by clicking the right mouse button.
•
New folder: Makes a new folder that is of the same type as the previously viewed folder.

•
Float: Makes a Float window for the selected folder. (Ctrl-L)

•
Update Heading: Updates the title of the selected note/folder with the title that has been modified in the Note Window. To synchronize them automatically, select the Synchronized title update option in the Note tab of the Preferences.

•
Rename: Allows you to change the title of a note/folder without modifying the title in the Note Window.

•
Cut: Cuts the selected records so that you can paste them elsewhere.

•
Copy: Copies the selected records so that you can paste them elsewhere.

•
Paste: Pastes the cut/copied records into the selected folder.

•
Delete: Deletes the selected records and moves them to the Deleted notes folder.

•
Stitch: Stitches all the selected records into a single unit of data. You can then do the following with the data:

· Open in the word processor: Opens the data in your word processed document.

· Save: Saves the data to a file.

· Print: Prints the data.

· Make a new note record: Makes a new note record from the data.

· Copy to clipboard: Copies the data to the clipboard so that you can paste it in other application.

· Discard: Discards the data.

•
Source Link: Opens the Library module so that you can select a source for the note. See Record Management|Adding a New Note|Linking a note to its source. (Ctrl-F5)

•
Source Unlink: Breaks the link between the note and its source. (Ctrl-F6)

•
Go to Source: Goes to the note's source record under the Author main folder in the NoteTree window. (Source button; Ctrl-F7)

NoteList
This is the large window to the right of the NoteTree in which all the records that belong to the selected folder in the NoteTree are displayed. Within this window, records can be selected and deleted.
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•
Double clicking on a particular record opens the Note Window in which the note data for that record is displayed.

•
Typing a letter or a combination of letters in the NoteList window locates the first item that starts with that letter or combination of letters.

•
You can select two or more items using the CTRL or SHIFT key for cutting, copying, deleting, and dragging.

•
Sorting: When you click on the column heading (in the title bar at the top of the NoteList window), Scholar's Aid sorts the records in ascending or descending order. The default setting is ascending order in the first column.

Columns

There are four columns: Name, Source, Size, and Modified. The note list is sorted by the name. However, clicking on any column sorts by the column and clicking again reverses the sort order. They can be sized by dragging the column line between two column captions.

•
Name: The note/folder title is displayed.

•
Source: The ID of the associated sources is displayed.

•
Size: The note size in byte is displayed.

•
Modified: The modified data and time(according to the setting in the Preferences) is displayed.

Buttons

•
[image: image21.bmp] NoteList align: Toggles the NoteList window position between top and left

•
[image: image22.bmp] NoteList view: Toggles the view of the NoteList window between the detailed view and the list view.

•
[image: image23.bmp] Note Types: Selecting one of the types changes the note type of the selected note/folder.

Popup menus

Paste: Pastes the cut/copied records into the selected folder.

Delete: Deletes selected record(s). Deleted records are moved to Deleted records. If you then delete a deleted record, it will be permanently deleted.

Select All: Selects all records in the NoteList window.

•
Stitch: Stitches all the selected records into a single unit of data. See Record Management|Stitching Records.

•
Source Link: Opens the Library module so that you can select the source of the note. See Record Management|Adding a New Note|Linking a note to its source. (Ctrl-F5)

•
Source Unlink: Breaks the link between the note and its source. (Ctrl-F6)

•
Go to Source: Goes to the note's source record under the Author main folder in the NoteTree window. (Source button; Ctrl-F7)

Note Window
This window displays note data for the selected item displayed in the NoteList or NoteTree window.
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Buttons
•

•
[image: image28.bmp]AutoText: Enables and disables the AutoText function that inserts text automatically.

•
[image: image29.bmp] Note Types: Selecting one of the types changes the note type of the selected note/folder.

•

Undo: Undo the last act of editing. There is no limit to the number of actions you can undo (Ctrl-Z)

Redo: Restores the last act of undoing and thus the opposite of Undo. Once again there is no limit to the number of actions that you can redo. (Shift-Ctrl-Z)

•
Cut: Cuts the selected text and copies it into the clipboard. (Ctrl-X)

•
Copy: Copies the selected text into the clipboard. (Ctrl-C)

•
Delete: Deletes the selected text. (Del, Ctrl-Del)

•
Paste: Pastes the text in the clipboard at the location of the cursor [caret]. (Ctrl-V)

•
Select All: Selects all the text in the Note Window. (Ctrl-A)

Search Pane

Search pane opens when you click the Search button or select Record|Search or Record|Replace. The Search pane opens between the toolbar and the NoteList/Note Window. It enables you both to determine the criteria used for your search and to control the way in which that search is executed.

FileTab
In the bottom of the Scholar's Aid window, immediately below the NoteTree, you will see a tab for each available file. Clicking on the relevant tab opens the file, a much quicker way of opening the file than by selecting Open on the File Menu. In addition, selected records may be copied to other files by dragging and dropping them on to the appropriate FileTab. Once again this is easier and quicker than using Export to on the File Menu. 
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Popup menus
By clicking the right mouse button on a FileTab, you can access several functions:

•
Delete file: Deletes a file from the hard disk.

•
Remove from FileTab: Prevents the file from being displayed on the FileTab; the file itself remains on the hard disk.

•
Rename: Allows you to rename a file.

•
Refresh: Refreshes the tabs so that all Scholar's Aid Notes data files are displayed on the FileTab.

Remarks
•
Tabs should appear below the Record Window. If they appear above the records, you should update the file "COMCTL32.DLL" in the "Windows\System" directory. The version should be at least 4.70. If it is not, visit http://www.microsoft.com/msdownload/ieplatform/ie/comctrl.asp and download 401comupd.exe.

Splitters

A splitter is normally a narrow panel that resides between two panes or windows, enabling the user to adjust the size of each pane or window relative to the other. When the cursor rests on a splitter, it changes into a splitter cursor [[image: image42.png]


], distinguished by two vertical lines split by a horizontal line with an arrow at either end. By holding down the left mouse button with the splitter cursor activated, you can move the splitter cursor up or down, or left or right, thereby increasing or decreasing the size of one window or pane relative to the other.

There are two splitters in the Scholar's Aid Notes: 1) between the NoteTree and the NoteList window or the Note Window; 2) between the NoteList window and the Note Window. (These two splitters are circled in the picture below).

Scholar's Aid always remembers the size of the windows that are made by the splitter.

StatusBar
The StatusBar is at the bottom of the Scholar's Aid window. It displays the record number, folder status, task status, the time stamp, and the source.
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Panes
•
Record number: "40 : 8", for example, shows that there are 40 records in the open file, and the current record is the 8th record.

•
Folder status: "1: 34", for example, shows that the selected folder is the first level from the main folder and has 34 items in it.

•
Task status: This pane displays one of the following tasks: Browsing, adding, and modified.

· Browsing is displayed when reading data in any of the windows.

· Adding is displayed when a new record is being added.

· Modified is displayed when the data in the Note Window is modified.

•
Time stamp: The time stamp is updated when a record is updated. Thus, the time displayed is the time when the record was last updated.

•
Source: Displays the source of the record. The format can be customized in the Preferences.

Setting the size of the Scholar's Aid window and its location

Scholar's Aid "remembers" the position and the size of the window when you close the program. Thus, whenever you open the program in future, it will open at that same location and with the same size.

•
To change the size of the Scholar's Aid window, place the cursor (mouse pointer) over the bottom right-hand corner. When the cursor changes into a short diagonal line with small arrows at both ends, drag the corner (by holding down the left mouse button) to the size you want; when it has reached the required size, release the left mouse button. You can size by dragging any of the four borders, too.

•
To move the window, move the cursor over the caption where the title "Scholar's Aid - Note" is displayed. Drag the caption (by holding down the left mouse button) to where you want the window to be.

•
To maximize the window, click the Maximize button (the square icon in the extreme top right-hand corner of every Windows program). This setting will also be retained when you close the program.

Quick start

Overview

The following tutorials assume that you have never used the program before, and they therefore explain everything in some detail. They will take about five to ten minutes to complete. As you work your way through each tutorial, be careful to follow all the specified tasks precisely – in this way you will learn how to use Scholar's Aid quickly and effectively.

Note: Use the Sample note file that is included in the package for this tutorial – click on the ‘Sample’ tab in the bottom left-hand corner of the Scholars’ Aid window. These tutorials explain only the basic elements of the program; for more detailed information, refer to the appropriate chapters.

Note: Throughout these tutorials and in many places in the manual, the following convention will be used to identify individual items on the program menus – the word before "|" will represent the title of the menu, the word(s) after "|" the particular item on the menu that is to be selected. Thus, for example "File|Save" means the Save command on the File menu.

Tutorial 1: Entering a new note in a new Notes data file
The basic principles of data entry including how to make a new note, how to enter a page number, how to enter data, and how to link the note to its source.

Tutorial 2: Organizing the notes.
Learn how to organize your notes in a hierarchical structure. This tutorial teaches you how to make a new folder, how to move folders/notes, and how to delete and restore folders/notes.

Tutorial 3: Backing up data.
Learn how to back up your data and how to copy it to another computer.

Tutorial 4: Working with your word processor
Learn how to insert the text and its citation in your document with just one click.

Tutorial 1: Entering a new note in a new Notes data file

The basic principles of data entry including how to make a new note, how to enter a page number, how to enter data, and how to link the note to its source.

Scenario
You have just installed Scholar's Aid and you want to enter a note in a new Notes data file. In this tutorial, you make a new file, make a new note, and link the note to a source.

Making a new file
•
To make a new file, select File|New. While this command will make a new, empty file, you have to give it a name.

•
To give it a unique name, select File|SaveAs. This opens a dialog box in which you can enter a file name: for this tutorial, name it "test". Thus type test in the white box immediately to the right of the label File name and click Save. You have now made a new Scholar's Aid Notes data file – the existence of this new file is indicated by the new FileTab labeled ‘test’ in the list of tabs in the bottom of the window. You are now ready to enter a new note in this new file.

Making a new note

•
To make a new note, you first need to decide which kind of note it is. Let's say you are reading the book, A Theory of Korean Gospelization, written by Woon Mong Na and you want to record a summary of page 132. So, the note type should be the summary note type. (There are several pre-defined note types namely, General, Quotation, Summary, My Idea, and Table.)

•
To make a new summary type note, click the small down arrow in the Add button([image: image45.bmp]) on the Toolbar and select Summary ([image: image46.bmp]). The command will create a new, summary note.

•
Your are now ready to enter the summary. Notice that the status panel at the bottom of the Scholar's Aid window reports "Adding."

Entering data

•
Entering a title: Every note should have a title to enable you to identify it, so enter "The Bible and Reality" in the Title pane in the top of the Note Window. Pressing the Enter key advances the cursor to the Note pane.

•
Entering the page number: Inserting a page number before the text allows you to make a fully formatted citation including the page number when you use this note in your document. So, click the Page Number button ([image: image47.bmp]) or use the key combination Ctrl-N(pressing N while holding the Ctrl key). This opens the Page Number box. Enter "132" and press the Enter key – the page number is inserted within [].

•
Entering the text: Enter "Bishop Na does not read the Bible as if it were disconnected from reality; nor see the world without the Bible. He suggests that there is  not only spiritual salvation after death but also physical salvation in this world."
•
As soon as you type in the Note Window, the status bar reports, "Modified," indicating that the note record should be updated (saved to the hard disk) if you want the modifications to be retained. So, to update the note after entering the data, click the Update button ([image: image48.bmp]) on the Toolbar or press the F7 key. As soon as you update the note, the status bar reports "Browsing", indicating that the data is now stored on the hard drive, available for you to use whenever you need it.

Linking the note to its source

•
The program does not require you to link every note to a source, but there are very good reasons why you should. First, you will know where the note came from. Secondly, the program will allow you to view all the notes from a particular source at once. And finally, when you use the note in your word-processed document, Scholar's Aid will be able to both transfer the note and make the appropriate citation automatically.

•
To make a link between the note and the source, you first need to find and select the source. Click the Source button ([image: image49.bmp]) on the Toolbar or press Ctrl-F5. It will open the Library module in which you can select a source. For this example, select the "Sample" tab in the Library module, and find and select "Na, Woon Mong, A Theory of Korean Gospelization record in the Catalog Window. (If you are not familiar with opening a file and selecting a record in the Library module, please see the Library manual or help file.)

•
Now, click the right mouse button on the selected source in the Library module and select the Update Link menu. The Notes module is activated, and you will see that the status bar now reports the source for the note.

Summary

Steps for entering a new note are: 1) Making an empty note, 2) Entering the data, and 3) Clicking the Update button.

Tutorial 2: Organizing the notes

Learn how to structure the folders and notes.

Scenario


You want to restructure the Sample note file. To do that, you need to make some new folders, move some records, and delete some unwanted notes.

Tip

•
Before doing any major restructuring, you should always make a backup file. In this way, if the restructuring has any unexpected results, you can always restore the old data file(s). There are two easy ways of doing this: First, Saving automatically makes a backup Notes data file (filename.N3B); second, Backing up using Tools|Backup data makes a backup file that contains all the Scholar's Aid Notes data files and configuration files.

•
When you want to restore the old data, you can use Tools|File undo to restore the note backup file(.N3B); you can use Tools|Restore data to restore the backup data file(.N01).

•
So, for this tutorial, click the tab, Sample to open the Sample file. Then select File|Save. This command automatically saves the open Sample.N3 file and makes a backup file, Sample.N3B.

Making a new folder
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•
A folder can only be made in an existing folder. So, if you want to make a folder within the SAMPLES folder, you must first select the SAMPLES folder. If you want to make a folder as a first level folder – the same level as the SAMPLES folder – you must select the All notes main folder as in the screen shot above.

•
Select the All notes main folder and click the Add folder button([image: image51.bmp]). It will create a New folder. Enter "Paul Tillich" in the Title pane in the Note Window and press the Enter key. The cursor moves to the Note pane.

•
Enter "This folder contains all my notes from Paul Tillich's work" to describe the folder. Then, click the Update button. As soon as you click the Update button, the "New" folder in the NoteTree window changes to "Paul Tillich" confirming that you have just made a new folder.

Moving notes

•
There are three different ways of moving the records that contain your notes: First, you can cut and paste the records; second, you can drag and drop them; and third, you can move them individually using the move commands. 

•
Cutting and pasting: Select the SAMPLES folder and, by looking at the Source column in the Notes window, you will to see that the folder contains four notes from Paul Tillich (they all have a source ID that starts with "TillichP."). Select the first two of these notes, leaving the other two for the 'dragging and dropping' and 'moving' methods. Click the right mouse button on the selected records and, in the popup menu that opens, select Cut. As soon as you do, the icons associated with these records become faint, indicating that they have been marked as "cut" records, which will be deleted (from their present location) when you "paste" them somewhere else. Now, select the Paul Tillich folder and click the right mouse button; in the popup menus that opens, select Paste. The two records are now located in the Paul Tillich folder.

•
Dragging and dropping: Select the SAMPLE folder again and select one of the remaining Paul Tillich records, leaving the other for the 'moving' method. Press the left mouse button on the selected record (do not release the button) and hold down while you drag it to the Paul Tillich folder; notice that the cursor changes shape. When the cursor is on the Paul Tillich folder, drop the record into that folder by releasing the left mouse button. The record is now locatedin the folder.

•
Moving: Select the SAMPLE folder, and the folder will expand and show all the records in the NoteTree window as well as in the NoteList window. Select the remaining Paul Tillich record in the NoteTree. As soon as you select the note, the NoteList will disappear and the Note Window will appear in place of the NoteList. Click the Move button on the down arrow image([image: image52.bmp]) and the four directional arrows will appear - Move left, Move right, Move up, and Move down. Select Move left and then Move down. Continue to select Move down until the selected record is located right below the Paul Tillich folder. At this point, select Move right and the record will now be located in the Paul Tillich folder. You can also use the Shift-Left, Shift-Right, Shift-Up, Shift-Down arrow keys to move left, right, up and down respectively.

Deleting and restoring notes

•
Select any note. Click the Delete button or press the Delete key and you will see that the record is moved to the Deleted notes main folder.

•
If you decide to restore a deleted note, select the record in Deleted note and click the right mouse button. In the popup menu that opens, select Restore and the record will be restored to its original location.

Tutorial 3: Backing up data
Learn how to back up your data and how to copy it to another computer.

Scenario
You want to backup your data and/or to use it in both your desktop PC and your notebook computer. 

Backing up
•
Insert a blank floppy diskette into the A: drive.

•
Select Tools|Backup data and this will open the Backup dialog box.

•
Select drive A: and, before you execute the backup, check the file name (in the box at the bottom of the dialog box). You can either accept the default file name, or type a new file name. Having determined the file name, click Save.

•
If your data is too large to fit on to a single floppy diskette, Scholar's Aid will prompt you to insert the additional diskette(s). Once the data is saved, the floppy disk stops and it can be removed. You now have a backup copy of your data.

Restoring

•
If you want to copy this data to a second computer, insert the first backup floppy diskette into the A: drive of the second computer.

•
Open Scholar's Aid and select Tools|Restore data and this will open the Restore dialog box.

•
Select drive A: and then select the backup file. Click Open and Scholar's Aid will start to restore the data.

•
If the data was saved on more than one diskette, Scholar's Aid will prompt you to insert the additional diskette(s). 

Remarks

•
It is important to back up your data as frequently as possible. There is always the (remote) possibility that data files can become corrupted and, if you make backups regularly, you avoid the danger of losing any of your valuable data in this way.

•
You can back up the Library data and the Notes data together by selecting "Scholar's Aid Library + Notes backup files" in the Save as type box in the Backup dialog box.

•
As an alternative you could use Windows Explorer to copy the files from the Scholar's Aid directories on to a floppy disk. If you use this method, you will need to copy the data from all the Scholar's Aid directories (Library, NoteFile, MainData and SysData) to ensure that you have made copies of all the data and the configuration files (caption, keywords, etc).

Tutorial 4: Working with your word processor
Learn how to transfer data from your notes and make a footnote for that data in your document with just one click.

Scenario
You are writing a journal article. You want to insert text from your note and, at the same time, generate the appropriate citation.

Prerequisite

Before you can make use of this feature of Scholar's Aid, you have to ensure that the program is set up to work with your particular word processor. Scholar's Aid can operate with nine major word processors, namely Word 6, 7, 97, 2000, WordPerfect 6, 7, 8, 9, and WordPro 97, but it needs to know which of these word processors you are using, by making the appropriate choices within Preferences:

•
Select Preferences on the File menu. This will open the Preferences dialog box. 

•
Select the Transfer tab and a new dialog will open. Check that Transfer to word processor is selected (the white circle next to Transfer will have a black dot within it); if it is not selected, click Word processor next to Transfer (the black dot moves from Clipboard to Word processor). 

•
Select your word processor in the Word Processor box by clicking on the ListDown button (the down arrow immediately to the right of the box); this opens a list of all available word processors. Select the word processor you are using.

•
Select the form of citation type in the Citation box by clicking on the ListDown button (the down arrow immediately to the right of the box). This opens a list of the three available forms of citation, namely Footnote, Parenthetical Reference, and Endnote. Select the form that you will use most frequently. 

•
Word processor path: if Scholar's Aid cannot launch your word processor when you click the word processor button (the last button on the toolbar), specify the correct path in this box. To browse to your word processor, click the Browse button (the yellow folder to the right of white box labeled Word processor path). This opens the Locate Word Processor dialog in which you can browse through your directories, until you find the one in which your word processor program file is located. Once you have identified the file, highlight it and click Open. This will copy the location into the Word processor path box.

•
In the box next to Multi-citation divider, type the symbol that you wish to use – a semi colon is a common form to use.

•
Click OK to set these preferences.

•
Note:

· If you are using a word processor other than the nine supported by Scholar's Aid you will need to select Transfer to Clipboard. You can then use the Windows Paste command to insert the citation into your document.

· If you are unable to identify the directory in which your word processor program file is located, consult your word processor manual. Alternatively, right-click on the icon from which you launch your word processor and, in the menu that opens, select Properties. In the window that opens you will find the location of the program in the white box labeled Target. Highlight the full address, right-click on the highlighted address and in the menu that opens click on Copy. Return to the Transfer Window within the Preferences dialog, insert the cursor in the white box labeled Word processor path, right-click and in the menu that opens, click on Paste. The location of your word processor program file will now appear within the Word processor path box.

Inserting the note text

•
Open the Sample note file and open the SAMPLE folder. Select "Union with God" for this tutorial.

•
Select the text, "In spite of the power of human beings' finite freedom, they are unable to achieve the reunion with God. Only the union with God must have been re-established. Only New Being can produce a new action."

•
Click the Full button ([image: image54.bmp]) or press the Ctrl-F9 keys. As soon as you do this, Scholar's Aid transfers the selected text to the open document in your word processor and makes a footnote (if you selected "Footnote" in the Citation box in the Preferences.) complete with the page number 79.

•
When you use further text from the same source, click the Short button, and Scholar's Aid will generate a short citation.

•
If you are using a word processor that Scholar's Aid does not support, transfer the footnote to the clipboard instead. Thus, select the to Clipboard with menu on the Transfer menu, and then click any citation option. Back in your word processor, use the Paste command to copy the citation into your document. 

Summary

To make citations in your document, 1) select the text and 2) click the Full button for the first citation and the Short button for the subsequent citations of the same source.

Remark
•
If you always use the Clipboard to transfer references to your document, you should select Clipboard in the Transfer tab in the Preferences dialog box. Then, you do not have to use Transfer|to Clipboard with|Footnote; instead, pressing the Full or Short buttons will transfer the reference to the Clipboard. Equally, if you selected Parenthetical reference in the Citation box in Preferences, pressing the Full button will insert a full parenthetical reference; pressing the Short button will insert a short parenthetical reference.

Description
When a file is opened, unlike database-in-RAM software, Scholar's Aid does not load all the data but indexes it. In this way, Scholar's Aid can save system resources, manage unlimited records, and access data very quickly. To open a file more easily, use the FileTab.

Description
When Scholar's Aid opens a Scholar's Aid 3s Note file (.NTD), it converts the file into Scholar's Aid 2000 Notes data file format and renames the file with an N3 extension, while retaining the original filename. Therefore, if you are using "Notes.L3," for example, you cannot open "Notes.NTD." One or other of the files must be renamed.

Remarks

•
Before you open any Scholar's Aid 3s Note data files, make sure:

· You have converted all SA3s Library files (LID) into SA99L files (L3).

· You have backed up the SA98L/SA99L database using "Tools|Backup data." In this way, if something unexpected happens while you are opening a 3s file, you can restore the database using "Tools|Restore data."

· You have packed the Library database using the "Tools|Pack database" in the Library module of the SA99LN/SA2000 package. This is necessary to ensure that SA99LN/SA2000 recognizes any existing links between notes and their sources when it opens SA3s note files.

· You have saved SA3s note files in SA3s (File|Save). If not, run SA3s, open each note file and save it again, even if you have not modified the file.

Description
Given the way Scholar's Aid works, it is not necessary to use this function very often, because the program itself saves data automatically whenever any changes are made. Thus the program automatically saves the data whenever a record is altered and a different record is selected, or indeed when any other task is performed, including exiting the program. That said, File|Save does perform two additional functions: First, it makes a backup of the original file, bearing the same name but with an N3B extension; second, it packs the data – removes the "dead" data and re-arranges the order of the records order in line with the structure in the NoteTree structure, thereby speeding up the process of opening a file.

Remarks
•
To save the open file under a different name, select File|SaveAs and the Save As dialog box opens in which you can give the file a new name. You do not have to enter the .N3 extension as Scholar's Aid adds it automatically if it is not there.

•
If you want to append records to another Notes data file, use the Export to menu. See File Management|Exporting Records to Another Notes Data File.

Description
Importing data can save you much time and effort when inputting data, although you may have to modify the data and the structure after it has been imported. Imported data is appended to the open file as if you added folders and notes at the end of the file.

Description

Text files do not discriminate between data which belongs to a folder, and data which belongs to a note. The dialog box shown above allows you to instruct Scholar's Aid how to make folders and notes out of the data you are importing, by setting the import unit.

Setting the import unit

Paragraph

•
 If you are importing a plain text file, you should use the paragraph as the import unit , and you then designate certain paragraphs as folders and the rest as notes. For example, the setting, "Make folder with paragraph/line with [ 100 ] characters or less" makes every paragraph with 100 characters or less a folder and everything else a note.

•
If you set the "Make note title with text delimited by [ : ]," the first part of the text delimited by the presence of the colon in the text (that you are importing) will become the title of the note, and all the other text becomes the body text.

Heading

•
If you are importing a rich text file, you should use the heading as the import unit because rich text files contain text formats and you can take advantage of that formatting when you import the text. Thus, by designating the text format of the headings in the document you are importing, Scholar's Aid can convert those headings into folders.

•
For example, if you set the font "Arial", 10 point size, bold style as Heading 1, Scholar's Aid makes a paragraph with that font a first level folder; Heading 2 will be the second level folder within the first level folder, and so on. 
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Setting the Headings

This section applies only when you are importing a rich text file.

•
Click the paragraph you want to make Heading1 and click the Assign button. (See the screenshot above.)

•
If you need to make more headings, click the Add button with a plus image. Then click the paragraph you want to make Heading2, and click the Assign button. Repeat this procedure as necessary.

•
Alternately, click the right mouse button on the paragraph that you want to make a heading and make your heading selection in the menu that opens.

•
If you want to delete a heading, select it and click the Delete button with a minus image.

Remark

•
Checking or unchecking the Word Wrap check box in the Import dialog box does not affect the way in which the data is imported. The option exists simply to make it easier for you to view the data file while you are setting the import unit.

Steps

Description
Exporting records to another Notes data file allows you to append the exported folders and notes to another Notes data file, while the original data remains in in the open file. In this way, it allows you to copy data from one Notes data file to another. If the file to which you are exporting does not exist, this procedure makes a new Notes data file with the name that you have specified.

Remark

•
You can achieve the same result by dragging folders and/or notes to a file tab. To do this, select the records in the NoteTree or the NoteList and click the left mouse button; while holding the left mouse button down, move the mouse pointer to the file tab of the Notes data file in which you want the selected to be copied; when you reach the file tab, release the mouse button and the notes are copied.

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Description

This function exports records to a file retaining the formatting in your notes. It also allows you to customize the contents so that you can select whether the output file contains all or some of the data: Note title, note body, the source of the note, and note type.

Exporting scope

•
All notes: Exports all the notes in the open file.

•
Folder: Exports the selected folder and all notes in the folder. If you check Include sub-folders, all sub folders and all notes within them also will be exported.

•
Selected: Exports all selected folders and notes. If you check Include sub-folders, all sub folders and all notes within them also will be exported.

Setting Preferences
Steps
•
Select File|Preferences.

•
Set values and click the OK button.

Description
Preferences are the options and settings that you select to make Scholar's Aid work better for you. For example, suppose you are using "WordPerfect 9.0." Unless you designate this program as the word processor in the Transfer tab, Scholar's Aid cannot transfer any data to your word processor.

Settings in the General tab
•
User name color: Select the color in which you wish your name to appear in the Splash Window that is displayed when the program opens.

•
Title Mark: You can choose between Underline or Italics for the titles of your bibliographical entries. 

•
Date Format: Select one of the predefined formats or define one yourself (e.g., yyyy-m-d would display 1997-3-21; mm/dd/yy would display 03/21/97; and mmm d, yyyy would display Mar 21, 1997).

•
Time Format: Select one of the predefined formats or define one yourself (e.g., h:mm would display 13:53; hh:mm am/pm would display 01:53 pm; and h:mm:ss a/p would display 1:53:23 p).

•
Default font: Select the Scholar's Aid default font. This font can be overridden by selecting a font for individual windows. See Utilities|Changing Font and Color.

•
Backup file directory: Specify a folder where all Scholar's Aid backup files (*.L01, *.N01, *.J01) will be saved.

Settings in the Library tab

•
Default style: Select a style that you use most frequently. When you create a new Library file, this style will automatically become the style for the file, although you can then specify a different style for the Library file in the File Property dialog box. See File Management|Viewing and Setting the File Property in the Library part.

•
Headline-style capitalization: Check this box if the style you use (e.g., Chicago) requires headline-style capitalization for bibliography, footnote, and reference list entries.

•
Exclusive keyword filtering (AND filtering): Check this box if you want the program to display records that match both the selected keyword and, if it is a sub-keyword, the keyword(s) to which it is related. Thus, for example, if you have a keyword 'Mission' that gives rise to the sub-keywords 'Africa' and 'Asia' and you checked Exclusive keyword filtering, then selecting 'Africa' will display the records that match the keyword 'Africa' and the keyword 'Mission' (Mission+Africa).



If Exclusive keyword filtering is not checked, then selecting 'Africa' will display all the records that include 'Africa' as a keyword regardless of whether it is a sub-keyword or not. Thus, for example, it will display not only the records that include the keywords 'Mission' and 'Africa' (Mission+Africa), but also records that include 'Music' and 'Africa' (Music+Africa).

•
Large database: Check this box if your database has more than about 2000 records and in this way you will speed up the process of indexing. However, if you choose this option (with its resulting gain in the speed of indexing) you will not be able to sort records in the Catalog Window by clicking on the column heading (in the title bar at the top of the Catalog Window of the Library module).

Settings in the Notes tab

•
Bookmark display: Click the Font button to open the Font dialog box and select a font face, size, color, and style for bookmarks.

•
Hyperlink display: Click the Font button to open the Font dialog box and select a font face, size, color, and style for hyperlinks.

•
Page mark: Enter any string you want to use for the page mark that will be inserted in the note text. For example, [p.##] will insert [p.78] when the page number is 78. If you are in Germany, you might want to use [s.##]. You can set the color by clicking the Color button.

•
Source of new note: Select one of the three options: Folder, Previous note, and None.

· If you select Folder, whenever you make a new note in a folder, the note is linked automatically to the source that is linked to the folder.

· If you select Previous note, the new note is automatically linked to the source that is linked to the previously viewed record.

· If you select None,, the new note will not be automatically linked to a source. You can change the link manually later.

•
Dragging in NoteTree: This option is operational only when you drag one or more record(s) over a folder in the NoteTree.

· Auto expand option instructs a folder in the NoteTree to expand as soon as the mouse pointer touches the [image: image58.bmp] image beside the folder icon.

· Auto collapse option instructs a folder in the NoteTree to collapse as soon as the mouse pointer touches the [image: image59.bmp] image beside the folder icon.

•
Synchronized title update: Check if you want to synchronize the note/folder title and the text in the title pane of the Note Window. With this option enabled, when you modify either title, the other is automatically updated.

•
Transfer whole note when no selection: Check this option if you want to transfer the whole text of the current note without having to highlight the text yourself.

Settings in the Transfer tab

•
Transfer to:

· Word processor: If this box is checked, when you click one of the data transfer buttons or use the Transfer menu, Scholar's Aid will transfer the bibliographical entry to the word processor specified in the Word processor field (if this is running).

· Clipboard: If this box is checked, Scholar's Aid will copy the bibliographical entry to the clipboard, from which it may subsequently be pasted into a document in your word processor. Use this option if you are using a word processor that is not supported by Scholar's Aid.
· Font for clipboard: If you are using the clipboard for transferring data, you should set the font face and size in the font box to match the pasted text in your document with the document font. If you have selected Transfer to word processor, the formatting is determined by the word processor, not by this setting.

•
Word Processor: Select your word processing program. Nine word processing programs are currently supported by Scholar's Aid: Word 6.x, Word 7.x, Word 97, Word 2000, WordPerfect 6.x, WordPerfect 7.x, WordPerfect 8.x, WordPerfect 9.x, and Word Pro 97.

•
Word processor path: If Scholar's Aid cannot launch your word processor when you click the word processor button (the last button on the toolbar), specify the correct path in this box. To browse to your word processor, click the Browse button with an open folder image.

•
Citation: Select the citation type you use in your work. You can choose from Footnote, Endnote, and Parenthetical reference. When you click Full or Short button on the toolbar or issue the equivalent menu command, Scholar's Aid makes a citation according to this setting.

•
Multi-citation divider: Type the symbol that you wish to use for multiple sources in a citation – a semi colon is a common form to use.

Record Management
Adding a new note
Steps
•
Click the Add button([image: image60.bmp]) or press the F5 key.

Or

•
Click the small down arrow in the Add button and select one of the note types.
Description

A new note is made in either the folder which is currently selected or the folder in which the currently selected note record is located. As soon as a new, empty note is created, the status panel at the bottom of the Scholar's Aid window reports "Adding." A new note displays nothing but the display format of that type of note. Each note type has its own attributes such as font face, background color, icon, etc. You can specify those attributes in the Note Type Editor. See Editors|Note Type Editor. The attributes override the display settings that were made by the "Component font & color" function on the Tools menu.

Note types

There are five pre-defined note types. You can make other note types as you need using the Note Type Editor.

•
General: For general information.

•
Quotation: For quotations from the source

•
Summary: For a summary

•
My Idea: For your own ideas

•
Table: For tabular information. This note type works as an Excel compatible spread sheet.

Entering data

•
Entering a title: Every note should have a title so that you can identify it – enter the title in the Title pane in the top of the Note Window. Pressing the Enter key after entering the title of the new note advances the cursor to the Note pane.

•
Entering the page number: Inserting a page number before the text allows you to make a fully formatted citation including the page number when you use this note in your document. You can enter a page number by clicking the Page Number button ([image: image61.bmp]) or by using the key combination Ctrl-N(pressing N while holding the Ctrl key). This opens the Page Number box. Enter a page number and press the Enter key – the page number is inserted in the style that you specified in Preferences. For example, if you defined the page format as "[p.##]," the inserted format will look like "[p.89]." If you defined "<s.##>" it would be "<s.89>."

•
Entering the text: Enter the data as you wish. You can type the text, paste it from the clipboard, even graphics can be inserted. You can drag selected text from your word processor (or from elsewhere in the note pane) and drop it in anywhere in the pane. The undo function (Ctrl-Z) and redo function(Shift-Ctrl-Z) can be used unlimited times. Clicking the right mouse button will display all the frequently used functions such as "Copy."

•
Entering a special character: When you need to enter a special character such as ©, select Tools|Insert special character and use the Character Viewer. In the Character Viewer, select the character you want to insert at the point where the cursor is blinking, and click Insert or, click the selected character again. If you frequently use "special" characters (perhaps because they are not 'special' in your language), you can keep the Character viewer open all the time.

•
Use the AutoText feature([image: image62.bmp]) if you enter the same text frequently. For example, if you register "sa" as "Scholar's Aid" in the InputAid Editor, whenever you enter "sa," Scholar's Aid will convert the text into "Scholar's Aid." See Editors|InputAid List Editor.
•
Updating: As soon as you type in the Note Window, the status bar reports, "Modified," indicating that the note record needs to be updated (saved to the hard disk) if you want the modifications to be retained. So, to update the note after entering the data, click the Update button ([image: image63.bmp]) on the Toolbar or press the F7 key. As soon as you update the note, the status bar reports "Browsing", indicating that the data is now stored on the hard drive, available for you to use whenever you need it.

•
Canceling: If you want to cancel any changes that you have made to a particular record, click the Cancel button ([image: image64.bmp]) on the toolbar. If you clicked Update after you made the changes, then Cancel will not work until you make another modification.

Formatting the note

•
The ruler: Click the ruler button ([image: image65.bmp]) to display the ruler when you need it. You can use the ruler to set the first line indentation, left indentation, and the right indentation by dragging the small indicators([image: image66.bmp]) on the ruler.

•
Font: Use the formatting buttons([image: image67.bmp]) on the toolbar or key combinations(Ctrl-B, Ctrl-I, Ctrl-U). By clicking the [image: image68.bmp] button, you can change the font face, size, color, and style in a single action. When you want to highlight the text, use the highlighting button ([image: image69.bmp]). All the available colors will be displayed when you click the small down arrow on the button.

•
Paragraph: Use the alignment buttons([image: image70.bmp]) to align the paragraph left, center, and right respectively. Use the Indentation buttons([image: image71.bmp]) to move the indentation left or right. The bullet button([image: image72.bmp]) makes the paragraph bulleted; clicking it again, returns to normal formatting.

•
Setting tabs: Select the paragraph(s) for which you want to set the tabs. Click the right mouse button and select the Set Tabs popup menu. Enter the tab positions separated by commas - the numbers represent the number of pixels from the left margin.

•
Clearing the formatting: Click the right mouse button and select the Clear Format popup menu. It will clear all the formatting in the note regardless of when that formatting was first made. 

Linking the note to its source

•
The program does not require you to link every note to a source, but there are very good reasons why you should. First, you will know where the note came from. Secondly, the program will allow you to view all the notes from a particular source at once. And finally, when you use the note in your word-processed document, Scholar's Aid will be able to both transfer the note and make the appropriate citation automatically.

•
To make a link between the note and the source, you first need to find and select the source. Click the Source button ([image: image73.bmp]) on the Toolbar or press Ctrl-F5. It will open the Library module in which you can select a source.
•
After finding the source in the Library module select the source in the Catalog Window, click the right mouse button on the selected source in the Library module and select the Update Link menu. The Notes module is activated, and you will see that the status bar now reports the source for the note.

•
If you associate a source to a folder, Scholar's Aid asks if you want to link the source to all the notes/folders that belong to the folder. Use this feature if all notes in the folder are from the same source.

Remarks

•
Before you update the new note, if you click Cancel instead of Update, Scholar's Aid will delete the new note.

•
Even if you did not update the note by clicking the Update button or pressing the F7 key, Scholar's Aid automatically updates whenever you:

· select another note or folder

· add a new note or folder

· save the open file or open another file

· make a backup file or restore a backed up file

· sort all records or folder

· move the note

· exit Scholar's Aid.

Adding a new folder

Steps

•
Click the Add folder button([image: image74.bmp])

Description

A folder is a special form of note that has unique functions. First, when a folder is selected, the NoteList always displays all the notes and folders that it contains. Second, when you move or copy records, Scholar's Aid only allows you to put them in folders. For example, the paste function is only enabled when you select a folder. Third, when you add a new folder, unlike adding a new note, Scholar's Aid displays the Note Window below the NoteList. See Record Management|Adding a New Note.

Viewing and editing records
Steps
•
Select the record you want to edit or view in the NoteTree window. If you select a folder, all items in the folder will be displayed in the NoteList.

•
If you do not see the Note Window where the note data is displayed, click the Note button([image: image75.bmp]) on the toolbar or double click the record in the NoteList window.

•
You can then edit the record and, when you have finished editing, click the Update button on the toolbar.

Description
Editing is the same as adding a record except that editing modifies data that you have already entered. See Record Management|Adding a New Note.

Remark

•
Clicking the Cancel button discards the changes you have made and restores the original data.

Deleting and restoring records
Deleting
•
Select the record(s) you want to delete.

•
Click the Delete button or press the Delete key and you will see that the record is moved to the Deleted notes main folder.

Restoring

•
If you want to restore a deleted note, select the record in Deleted note and click the right mouse button. In the popup menu that opens, select Restore and the record will be restored to its original location.

Description
Deleted records are stored in the Deleted records main folder, and thus you can restore them by selecting the Restore popup menu. However, deleting records that have been moved to the Deleted records main folder deletes them PERMANENTLY, and they cannot then be restored; because this step is irreversible, Scholar's Aid asks you to confirm that this you really want to do this.

Moving records

There are three different ways of moving the records that contain your notes: First, you can cut and paste them; second, you can drag and drop them; and third, you can move them individually using the move commands. 

Cutting and pasting

•
Select the records you want to move.

•
Click the right mouse button on the selected records and, in the popup menu that opens, select Cut. As soon as you do, the icons associated with these records become faint, indicating that they have been marked as "cut" records, which will be deleted (from their present location) when you "paste" them somewhere else.

•
Select the folder where you want to move them into and click the right mouse button; in the popup menus that opens, select Paste. The cut records are now located in the new folder.

Dragging and dropping

•
Select the records you want to move.

•
Press the left mouse button on the selected record (do not release the button) and hold down while you drag it to the folder where you want to move them into. Notice that the cursor changes shape. When the cursor is on the folder, drop the record into that folder by releasing the left mouse button. The records are now located in the new folder.

Using the Move commands

•
Select the folder or note that you want to move in the NoteTree.

•
Click the Move button on the down arrow image([image: image76.bmp]) and the four directional arrows will appear – select the direction in which you want to move.

•
Continue to select a move command until the selected record is located at the right location. You can also use the Shift-Left, Shift-Right, Shift-Up, Shift-Down arrow keys to move left, right, up and down respectively.

Linking a record to its source

Steps

•
Select a note or folder

•
Click the Source button ([image: image77.bmp]) on the Toolbar or press Ctrl-F5.

•
Find the source

•
Click the right mouse button on the selected source in the Library module and select the Update Link menu. Or, just return to the Notes module, and Scholar's Aid will ask you whether you want to link to the source or not.

Description

The program does not require you to link every note to a source, but there are very good reasons why you should. First, you will know where the note came from. Secondly, the program will allow you to view all the notes from a particular source at once. And finally, when you use the note in your word-processed document, Scholar's Aid will be able to both transfer the note and make the appropriate citation automatically.

•
If the linking is successful, you will see that the status bar reports the source for the note.

•
If you associate a source to a folder, Scholar's Aid asks if you want to link the source to all the notes/folders that belong to the folder. Use this feature if all notes in the folder are from the same source.

•
To unlink or to cancel the link, select Record|Source unlink or press Ctrl-F6.

Stitching records

Steps

•
Select the records you want to stitch.

•
Click the Stitch button ([image: image78.bmp]) on the NoteList

Description

•
This function stitches all the selected records into a single unit of data. You can then do the following with the data:

· Open in the word processor: Opens the data in your word processed document.

· Save: Saves the data to a file.

· Print: Prints the data.

· Make a new note record: Makes a new note record from the data.

· Copy to clipboard: Copies the data to the clipboard so that you can paste it in other application.

· Discard: Discards the data.

•
This function is similar to Exporting records to a rich text file except that stitching retains the formatting of each record exactly.

Copying records

Steps

•
Select the records you want to copy.

•
Click the right mouse button on the selected records and, in the popup menu that opens, select Copy.

•
Select the folder into which you want to paste the records and click the right mouse button; in the popup menus that opens, select Paste. The records are now duplicated in the folder.

Description

Copying creates new records with exactly the same data as the selected records. Although they are identical to the original records; at the point at which you copy them they acquire an identity of their own and therefore if you subsequently modify the copy record, the original record will not be changed.

Remark

If you want to copy the selected records to another file, drag them to a file tab and drop them. That appends the selected records to the file.

Changing note types
Steps

•
Select the note or folder that you want to change.

•
Click on the small down arrow in the Note Type button([image: image79.bmp]) and select a new type of note/folder.

Description
In addition to the hierarchical note structure, Scholar's Aid offers different note types so that you can organize your data more efficiently. Note types are easily identified by the different icons that are associated with them, and you can therefore recognize immediately whether a particular note is, for example, a summary or a quotation. The Note types main folder displays all available note types and, when you select one of them, Scholar's Aid displays all the notes of that type. See Editors|Note Type Editor.

Searching
Steps
•
Click the Search button([image: image80.bmp]) on the toolbar or select Record|Search or press Ctrl-F.

•
Type the word or words that you want to search for in the Search box (the first box, immediately to the right of the label 'Search') or select one from the list.

•
Select the search target from the drop down list in the In box, beside the label "in."

•
Select options.

•
Click the Search button.

Description
Scholar's Aid offers powerful search options which enable you to control your search.

•
Options

· Current record: Searches only in the current note.

· Current folder: Searches only in the current folder.

· Current file: Searches in the open file.

· All note files: Searches in every note file in the Notefiles folder in the Scholar's Aid folder.

· Case sensitive: Check if you want to do a case sensitive search. For example, if you typed "King," the search only looks for "King" and bypasses "king" or "KING." In other words, if you uncheck this option, it will locate all text that includes the four letters k, i, n, g regardless of the case.

· Whole word: Check if you want to search whole words. For example, with this option checked, "king" locates only the whole word "king" and bypasses any word that is includes the four letters k, i, n, g such as "kingdom" or "kingship."

· Collect: Check this option if you want to collect all records that meet the search criteria and options. These records will then be displayed in the Searched notes main folder.

· Float: This option is only enabled when you select the Collect option. It displays all the records that meet the search criteria and options in a floating window.

•
Unit: This feature is only applicable when you use the search operators.

· Paragraph: Select this if you want to find paragraphs that meet the search criteria and options. For example, if you enter "king and God" in the Search box, with this option, Scholar's Aid only locates the data that contains both "king" and "God" in the same paragraph. Thus, even though a note contains both words, if they are not in the same paragraph, Scholar's Aid will ignore the note.

· Note: Select this if you want to find notes that meet the search criteria and options. For example, if you enter "king and God" in the Search box, with this option, Scholar's Aid locates the note that contains both "king" and "God."

•
From: This option allows you to define the beginning of the search.

· Current position: The search begins from the point at which the cursor is currently located.

· Beginning: The search begins from the beginning of the first record in the open file..
•
Search history: All the words and phrases that you enter in the Search box are retained by the program and therefore, when you next click the list down button beside the search box, they will all be displayed.

•
Canceling the search: Click the Search button again or press Ctrl-F again.

Search operators

•
Scholar's Aid can use AND, OR, and brackets for searching.

•
Examples of using search operators
· africa and asia

· (africa or asia) and music

· (africa or asia) and (music or art)

· africa or asia or europe

· africa and music and (drum or horn)

Navigating through the search

When you click the Search button after entering the search criteria and selecting options, Scholar's Aid begins to search. If it does not find any record that meets the criteria, it simply beeps. Otherwise, it locates the text and shows a set of navigation buttons ([image: image81.bmp]).

•
[image: image82.bmp] moves to the previous note that includes the text that meets the criteria.

•
[image: image83.bmp] moves to the previous text that meets the criteria within the current record.

•
[image: image84.bmp] moves to the next text that meets the criteria within the current record.

•
[image: image85.bmp] moves to the next note that includes the text that meets the criteria.

Steps

•
Select Record|Replace or press Ctrl-R.

•
Type the text that you want to replace in the Replace box (the first box, immediately to the right of the label 'Replace') or select text from the drop down list.

•
Type the replacement text in the With box that is beside the label "with."

•
Select options.

•
Click the Search button or Replace All button.

Description

The Replace function works like the Search function with the important difference that it replaces the found text with the replacement text. If you click the Search button, and if Scholar's Aid finds the text, the Navigate buttons appear just like they do Search. The Replace function however, adds the Replace button([image: image86.bmp]) to the Navigate buttons. Thus the found text is only replaced when you click the Replace button ([image: image87.bmp]). Replace All does not display the Navigate buttons and replaces without prompting. See Record Management|Searching for more information.

Working with your word processor

Settings for your word processor
Before you can make use of this feature of Scholar's Aid, you have to ensure that it is set up to work with your particular word processor. Scholar's Aid can operate with nine major word processors, namely Word 6, 7, 97, 2000, WordPerfect 6, 7, 8, 9, and WordPro 97, but it needs to know which of these word processors you are using. You do this by making the appropriate choices within Preferences:

•
Select File|Preferences. This will open the Preferences dialog box. 

•
Select the Transfer tab and a new dialog will open. Check that Transfer to word processor is selected (the white circle next to Transfer will have a black dot within it); if it is not selected, click within the white circle next to Transfer (the black dot moves from Clipboard to Word processor). 

•
Select the font format you want to use for your citations by clicking on the FF (Font) button. 

•
Select your word processor in the Word Processor box by clicking on the ListDown button (the down arrow immediately to the right of the box); this opens a list of all available word processors. Select the word processor you are using.

•
Select the form of citation type in the Citation box by clicking on the ListDown button (the down arrow immediately to the right of the box). This opens a list of the three available forms of citation, namely Footnote, Parenthetical Reference, and Endnote. Select the form that you will use most frequently. 

•
Word processor path: if Scholar's Aid cannot launch your word processor when you click the word processor button (the last button on the toolbar), specify the correct path in this box. To browse to your word processor, click the Browse button (the yellow folder to the right of white box labeled Word processor path). This opens the Locate Word Processor dialog in which you can browse through your directories, until you find the one in which your word processor program file is located. Once you have identified the file, highlight it and click Open. This will copy the location into the Word processor path box.

•
In the box next to Multi-citation divider, type the symbol that you wish to use – a semi colon is a common form to use.

•
Click OK to set these preferences.

Remarks

•
If you are using a word processor other than the nine supported by Scholar's Aid you will need to select Transfer to Clipboard. You can then use the Windows Paste command to insert the text and the citation into your document.

•
If you are unable to identify the directory in which your word processor program file is located, consult your word processor manual. Alternatively, right-click on the icon from which you launch your word processor and, in the menu that opens, select Properties. In the window that opens you will find the location of the program in the white box labeled Target. Highlight the full address, right-click on the highlighted address and in the menu that opens click on Copy. Return to Scholar's Aid and the Transfer Window within the Preferences dialog. Insert the cursor in the white box labeled Word processor path, right-click and, in the menu that opens, click on Paste. The location of your word processor program file will now appear within the Word processor path box.

Transferring the note text

Steps

•
Select the text you want to transfer to your word processor.

•
Click one of the Citation buttons ([image: image88.bmp],[image: image89.bmp],[image: image90.bmp]) or select a citation menu on the Transfer menu.

Description

As soon as you issue a transfer command (described below), Scholar's Aid transfers the selected text to the open document in your word processor and makes a citation complete with the page number. When you use the text the first time, make a full citation; when you use further text from the same source, make a short citation.

•
Buttons
•
[image: image91.bmp] Full: Inserts the selected text of the note and its full citation in your document. Same as Transfer|Note+Full citation and Ctrl-F9.

•
[image: image92.bmp] Short: Inserts the selected text of the note and its short citation in your document. Same as Transfer|Note+Short citation and Ctrl-F10.

•
[image: image93.bmp] None: Inserts only the selected text of the note in your document. Same as Transfer|Note only and Ctrl-F11.

•
[image: image94.bmp] Biblio: Inserts into your word-processed document an entry in a bibliography appropriate to the source of the selected note. (Transfer|Bibliography)

•
[image: image95.bmp] Ref. List: Inserts into your word-processed document an entry in a reference list appropriate to the source of the selected note. (Transfer|Reference list)

•
Menus
•
Note + Full citation: Inserts the selected text of the note and its full citation in your document. (Full button; Ctrl-F9)

•
Note + Short citation: Inserts the selected text of the note and its short citation in your document. (Short button; Ctrl-F10)

•
Note only: Inserts only the selected text of the note in your document. (None button; Ctrl-F11)
•
Bibliography: Inserts a bibliographical entry in your document. (Biblio button)

•
Reference list to: Inserts a reference list item in your document. (RefList button)

•
To Clipboard with: Transfers the data to the clipboard regardless of the settings of "Transfer to" and "Citation" in the Preferences. Sub-menus are: Short foot/endnote, Foot/endnote, Short Parenthetical ref., Parenthetical ref., and None.

•
To Word processor with: Transfers the data to the word processor regardless of the settings of "Transfer to" and "Citation" in the Preferences. Sub-menus are: Short footnote, Footnote, Short endnote, Endnote, Short Parenthetical ref., Parenthetical ref., and None.

Activating your word processor
Steps
•
Click the WordProcessor button (the button with you with your word processor's image) on the toolbar. 


OR
•
Select the Window|Word processor menu (F12).

Description
Your word processor needs to be running before you can transfer data from Scholar's Aid to your document. If your word processor is not running, click the Word Processor button on the toolbar, and Scholar's Aid launches the program. Your word processor must be selected in the Preferences dialog box, and the path to the word processor should also be specified in the Preferences dialog box. See Working with Your Word Processor|Settings for Your Word Processor.

Special features

Using Hyperlinks

Hyperlinks allow you to "jump" to linked data. You will have often used them on web pages, where they, enable you to find the information you need more quickly and easily than would otherwise be the case. You can create a hyperlink in your note to connect data in one note with data in another note and thus, when you need to move from one set of data to the other, a single click on the link will take you there. Scholar's Aid features two types of hyperlink: Single hyperlink and multi-hyperlink. A single hyperlink takes you directly to the linked data; a multi-hyperlink is linked to more than one location and thus takes you to the Bookmark/Hyperlink main folder where you can identify the particular data that you need.

Target data types

There are four types of link target in the Hyperlink dialog box.

•
Note or folder: Select this when you link highlighted text to a note or folder

•
Note file: Select this when you link highlighted text to another Notes data file. When you use this link, Scholar's Aid will open the file.

•
Bookmark: Use a bookmark when you want to locate a specific location in a note, although such a link can only be made to an existing bookmark. See Special Features|Using Bookmarks.

•
File: Select this when you link the highlighted text to a file (e.g. a graphics file). As soon as you select it, Scholar's Aid will open the Open dialog box so that you can select the file.

Making a hyperlink

•
Select the text which will be linked to the other data.

•
Click the Hyperlink button ([image: image96.bmp]) or press Ctrl-H, and the Hyperlink dialog box opens.

•
Select a target data type in the Link to box – all data appropriate to that data type will be displayed in the bottom left window.

•
Select one item in the list and click the Add button. Repeat this step as many times as you want.

•
You can edit the hyperlink name in the Hyperlink box. This name is the name that will be displayed in the Bookmark/Hyperlink main folder. Initially it is the same as the highlighted text but, if it is not to your liking, change it as you wish.

•
The Text box beside the Hyperlink box derives from the actual text that is highlighted in the note and represents the text with which the hyperlink will be associated. If you wish to edit this, you can, but any changes you make here will also be made in the highlighted text in the note itself.
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Modifying a hyperlink

•
Select the hyperlink by highlighting it -you do not have to highlight the whole hyperlink but one or more characters in the hyperlink will be enough. The Hyperlink dialog box opens.

•
Select a target in the Links box. As soon as you select the link, the data associated with the link will be displayed in the white panel(s) on the bottom of dialog box.

•
Select a target data type in the Link to box and select the target.

•
Click the Update button to update the link.

•
Repeat the process as you wish and, when you are finished modifying hyperlinks, click the OK button. Clicking the Cancel button discards all the modifications you have made and restores the original links.

Removing a hyperlink

•
Select the hyperlink you want to remove by highlighting it -you do not have to highlight the whole hyperlink but one or more characters in the hyperlink will be enough. The Hyperlink dialog box opens.

•
Select the target you want to remove in the Links box.

•
Click the Delete button.

•
When you have finished removing links, click the OK button. Clicking the Cancel button discards all the modifications you have made and restores the original links.

Remark

Sometimes, after deleting a hyperlink, the font of the restored text will not match the original font. This only occurs when the font of the original text is different from the default font of the note and therefore, when Scholar's Aid removes the hyperlink, it restores the original text in the default font. The default font is specified in the Note Type Editor.

Using Bookmarks

Bookmarks are used to identify specific locations in any note or folder. When you want to "remember" a particular location, use this feature because, as you can give the bookmark a memorable name, it makes it very easy to find the data later. Even if you do not remember the bookmark name, the Bookmark/Hyperlink main folder will display all the bookmarks that you have made, thereby helping you to locate the particular bookmark that you need to use.
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Making a bookmark

•
Place the cursor where you want to make a bookmark or highlight the text.

•
Click the Bookmark button ([image: image99.bmp]) or press Ctrl-B. The Bookmark dialog box opens.

•
In the first box, enter a meaningful bookmark name. Initially, the default name is either "Bookmark #" where # is a number if you did not highlight any text or, the highlighted text if you did. 

•
Click Add. Adds the bookmark in the second and larger box. The bookmark list box identifies all the bookmarks in the note.

•
Click Close.

•
There is no Cancel button because the Bookmark dialog box works in real time. If you add a bookmark in the Bookmark list box, it automatically marks the note at the same time. If you want to cancel the bookmark that you have just created, select the bookmark and click Delete.

Renaming or deleting a bookmark

•
Click the Bookmark button ([image: image100.bmp]) or press Ctrl-B. The Bookmark dialog box opens. The cursor location does not matter.

•
If you want to rename a bookmark, select the bookmark. As soon as you select the bookmark, the bookmark in the note will be highlighted to show you where the bookmark is in the note. If you do not see the highlighted text, move the dialog box aside and you will see it.

•
Enter a new name in the first box and click Update. The bookmark name in the Bookmark list box will change.

•
If you want to delete a bookmark, select the bookmark, and click Delete. The bookmark will be deleted in the Bookmark list box as well as in the note.

•
When you finish editing, click Close.

Remark

Sometimes, after deleting a bookmark, the font of the restored text will not match with the original font. This only occurs when the font of the original text is different from the default font of the note and therefore when Scholar's Aid removes the bookmark, it restores the original text using in the default font. The default font is specified in the Note Type Editor.

Using Keywords

In addition to its hierarchical note structure and hyperlinks, Scholar's Aid offers another way to organize your notes, namely using keywords. For although the Scholar's Aid search function is so powerful that you will usually be able to find the information that you need very quickly, there will be times when the search function is not appropriate, perhaps because a particular note does not include the exact text for which you are searching, but nevertheless contains data relevant to the topic. To make sure that every note can be retrieved when you need it, use the keyword feature. All the keywords you have created are displayed in the Keywords main folder and clicking on one of those keywords displays all the notes that contain that particular keyword.

Entering keywords

•
Click the Keyword button ([image: image101.bmp]) or press Ctrl-K. The Keyword dialog box opens.

•
Select a keyword in the Available keywords box and click the Left arrow button in the between the two boxes. The selected keyword now appears in the Keywords of the note box.

•
Repeat the process until all the keywords you want for the note are listed in the left box.

•
Click OK. Clicking Cancel discards all the changes that you made since the dialog box was opened.

•
If you want to delete a keyword, select the keyword in the left box and click Delete.

•
The Up and Down buttons move a particular keyword up or down the list. The order make no difference to the way in which Scholar's Aid works with keywords. It is for your aesthetic convenience only.

Using the Keywords main folder

The Keywords main folder displays all the keywords that you created in the Keyword Editor. Clicking on one of them displays all the sub-keywords associated with this keyword (if there are any) and it makes a folder called Notes if there is at least a note that includes the selected keyword. Clicking on the Notes folder displays all the notes that include the selected keyword.

Using Float Notes

Float Notes are useful when you need to see several notes at once. You can easily switch back and forth between them by using the Float Note button on the NoteTree.

•
To open a Float Note window, select the note or folder you want to see in a Float Note window, and select NoteTree|Float or press Ctrl-L.

•
The Return button ([image: image102.bmp]) on the NoteTree toolbar in the Float note window activates the main window and locates the selected note in the main window.

•
The Float Note button ([image: image103.bmp]) allows you to activate a Float note window from the list that can be seen when you click the small down arrow image. If you are in the Float Window, clicking this the button activates the main window; if you are in the main window, clicking this button activates the last activated Float Note.

Using InputAid

Input Aid enables you to enter data more easily. Suppose you want to type an author's name and you cannot remember how to spell the name; InputAid will solve the problem for you. Input Aid has several types of lists: AutoText, word, author, journal, city, and publisher. All the lists except AutoText share data with the Library module.

•
With your cursor in the Note Window, press ESC to open InputAid.

•
To insert an item in the selected list at the location of the cursor in the note, double click on the item. Make sure the Edit button in InputAid is not pressed.

•
To edit the list, click the Edit button in InputAid or select Tools|InputAid List Editor.

· The Add button([image: image104.bmp]) allows you to add items to the list.

· The Delete button([image: image105.bmp]) removes the selected items from the list.

· The Change button allows you to modify the selected item.

Using Spell checker

The spell checker is multi-lingual. You can use several dictionaries, including custom dictionaries, simultaneously.

•
To check spelling, click the Spell Check button ([image: image106.bmp]).

•
If the note has no spelling error or it finishes spell checking, the Finished message will appear.

•
When the spell checker finds an error(or thinks it has found an error), the Not Found dialog box will appear. You have several options to deal with it.

· Clicking Ignore or Ignore All button. It ignores the error and continues to check. Ignore All ignores all the same "misspelled" words in the note.

· Entering the right word in the Replace with box: If the spell checker does not find suggestions or the right word is not in the list, enter the right word yourself. If the suggestion list contains the right word, select it and click the Replace or Replace All button. Replace All replaces all the same "misspelled" words in the note.

· Clicking Add to Custom button: This adds the "misspelled" word to the selected custom dictionary in the Custom Dictionary box right under the Add to Custom button.

· To cancel spell checking, click Cancel.

Setting the spell checking dictionaries

•
Select Tools|Spell checking dictionary. It opens the Dictionary dialog box.

•
To add a dictionary to the list:

· Click Add. It opens the Open dialog box where you can select a dictionary.

· Select a dictionary type in the Files of type box. There are three types of dictionaries: The spell checker's compiled dictionary(VTD), a custom dictionary in the spell checker's format(VTC), and a custom dictionary that is compatible with Word's custom dictionary(DIC).

· Select a dictionary in the Open dialog box and click Open
•
To remove a dictionary from the list, select the dictionary in the list and click Remove.

•
To accept the changes, click OK or click Cancel if you want to cancel the change.

Editors

The Note Type Editor

This tool enables you to edit, add, or delete the different types of note. Each note type has its own attributes such as font face, background color, icon, etc. You can specify those attributes in the Note Type Editor. These attributes override the display settings made by the Component font & color function on the Tools menu.

Pre-defined note types

There are five pre-defined note types. You can make other note types as you need using this tool.

•
General: For general information.

•
Quotation: For quotations from the source

•
Summary: For a summary

•
My Idea: For your own ideas

•
Table: For tabular information. This note type works as an Excel compatible spread sheet.

Modifying the attributes

Select the note type that you want to modify in the Note Types box.

•
Assigning Icon: Double click on an image in the Icons box or click the Assign button. If there is no appropriate icon in the list and you want to make one for the note type, click the AddIcon button([image: image108.bmp]) above the Icons box to make an icon.

•
Changing the default font: Click the Format box so that the cursor is blinking in the box. Click the Font button ([image: image109.bmp]), and select the font face, size, color, and style. Click OK.

•
Changing the alignment: Click one of the alignment buttons ([image: image110.bmp]).

•
Use the Bullet, Move Indent Left, Move Indent Right buttons ([image: image111.bmp][image: image112.bmp]) to make the paragraph bulleted, or to move the indent left or right respectively.

•
Changing the background color: Click the Color button ([image: image113.bmp]) and select a color and click OK.

•
Changing the note style: Select one from Note, Table, and Folder in the bottom of the Note Type Editor.

•
To set default tabs, click the right mouse button in the Format box and select the Set Tabs in the popup menu.

•
To set default indents, click the right mouse button in the Format box and select Set Indents in the popup menu. This method gives you more freedom than using the Move Indent buttons. All indent values are in pixels. The first indent determines the left margin, the left indent determines the first indent, and the right indent determines the right margin. For example, if you set "60, -20, 10," the first line of the paragraph will start at the 60th pixel from the left margin, and the next and subsequent lines will start at the 40th pixel from the left margin (60-20); the right indent will be 10 pixels to the left of the right margin.

•
You can enter text in the Format box, and this will then always be displayed when a new note is created using this type.

Adding a note type

•
Click the Add button on the toolbar of the Note Type Editor and a new note type called "New" is created.

•
Click the Rename button ([image: image114.bmp]) to give it a new note type name. Enter a new name and click OK.

•
Modify all the attributes as described in the Modifying the attributes section above.

Deleting a note type

•
Select the note type that you want to delete and click Delete button ([image: image115.bmp]) on the toolbar of the Note Type Editor.

•
Deleting a note type would cause a mismatch in the icons, if the deleted note type (or any of the note types below the deleted note type) has been used in the note data file.

Closing Note Type Editor

•
To save the changes before closing, click the OK button on the toolbar or select File|Save and Exit.

•
To discard the changes before closing, click the Cancel button on the toolbar or select File|Cancel and Exit.

Icons Box

This box contains all the available icons for the note types.

•
To change the icon order, click the Move Left ([image: image116.bmp]) or Right ([image: image117.bmp]) button. The selected icon (marked with a blue rectangle) moves left or right.

•
To add an icon, click the AddIcon button ([image: image118.bmp]) above the Icons box. The Icon Editor opens. Create the icon and click OK.

•
To delete an icon, click the DeleteIcon button ([image: image119.bmp]) above the Icons box.

•
To edit the selected icon, click the Edit button; the Icon Editor opens. Modify the icon and click OK.

Icon Editor
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•
To draw the icon, click the left mouse button on the canvas - the large grid box in the left side of the Icon Editor. If you click and hold down the left mouse button, you can draw continuously.

•
To select the color, click the left mouse button on the color in the Palette. The color is displayed in the small box to the right of the canvas.

•
To erase, click the right mouse button on the pixel you want to erase. If you click and hold down the right mouse button, you can erase continuously. What you are in fact doing is drawing with a transparent color.

•
You can select the transparent color by clicking the right mouse button on the color in the Palettes. The color is displayed in the small box below the canvas.

•
To copy the image in the canvas to the clipboard, click the Copy button.

•
To paste the image in the clipboard to the canvas, click the Paste button.

•
To assign a customized color for the Palette, click one of the small buttons below the Palette. Select the color and click OK in the Color dialog box that was opened by pressing the small button.

The InputAid List Editor

This tool enables you to edit the lists of the InputAid.

Editing InputAid list

•
The Add button([image: image121.bmp]) allows you to add items to the list.

•
The Delete button([image: image122.bmp]) removes selected items from the list.

•
The Change button allows you to modify the selected item.

Editing AutoText

•
AutoText enables you to enter an abbreviation that will insert longer text into your note. So, for example, when you enter "sa" in the note, Scholar's Aid would automatically replace the "sa" with "Scholar's Aid" as you type.

•
Click the AutoText tab in the InputAid List Editor to add, delete, or modify an AutoText item.

•
Adding a new AutoText item

· Click the Add button ([image: image123.bmp]). Both the Replace box and the With box are cleared and a new item ("New") is added to the list.

· Enter the alias text in the Replace box and the full text in the With box.

· Click the Update button.

•
Modifying an AutoText item

· Select the item to be modified in the list box in the lower part of the window.

· Modify the alias text in the Replace box and the full text in the With box.

· Click the Update button.

•
Deleting an AutoText item

· Select the item to be deleted in the list box.

· Click the Delete button ([image: image124.bmp]).

The Keyword Editor
This tool enables you to edit the list of keywords with which you can more effectively organize and search your data. Clicking on a particular keyword in the NoteTree immediately displays the records that contain that particular keyword. 

To edit keywords
•
Select Tools|Keyword Editor.

•
Select one or more keywords in the Available keywords box – to select more than one keyword, hold down the Shift or Ctrl key, and click each of the words you wish to select.

•
Move the selected word (s) to the Subject keywords box by clicking the Move button (the button with a left-pointing arrow located between the two white boxes).

•
To re-arrange words in the Subject keywords box, use the left, right, up, or down buttons that can be found immediately below the box.

•
To rename a keyword, highlight it and then click on the name once again. You can now type a new name and, when you are happy with the new name, press Enter.

•
To delete an item, click the Delete button (the button with a minus image).

•
To add additional keywords to the Available keywords box, click the Add keywords button and type the new keyword(s) that you wish to be added to the list of keywords that are available. When you are happy with the new word, click OK.

Remarks
•
Clicking the Rebuild the list button searches all your Notes records and collects all the keywords listed in the Keyword field of each record.

•
If you do not want to include the keywords from the sample files that are included for the Library module in the Scholar's Aid package, delete the sample Library files, pack the database and rebuild the list again. (See Packing the database in the Library manual.)

•
If you want to use the Library keywords, just check the Use Library keywords option in the Keyword Editor.

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Arranging the buttons

Check the buttons you want to make appeared by clicking the check box in the Show column.

•

Check Image to make the images appear on the buttons

•
Check Text to make the captions appear on the buttons

•
Check Flat to make the buttons flat (non-3D).

•
Check Hide to make the buttons disappear.

•
To change the caption of the selected button, click Caption and enter a new caption.

•
To change the floating hint text of the selected button, click Hint and enter a new hint.

•
To see how the changes will look like, click Apply.

•
To accept the changes, click OK.

•
Clicking Cancel will close the Toolbar Editor and restore the original settings.

To change the font style (underline, italic or bold) or its size, use the Styles check boxes.
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Description
You can change the background colors and the fonts and their attributes for any boxed component that displays text. Changes that you make here override the default font settings that were set in Preferences. If you first highlighted some text in the note, changing font and color applies to the highlighted text only.

Inserting special characters

Steps
•
Place the flashing cursor where you want the character to be inserted. .

•
Select Tools|Insert special character and the Character Viewer dialog box opens. 
•
Select a character and click the Insert button or click the character again. 
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Description
Wherever text can be entered in Scholar's Aid, any character from the Character Viewer can be inserted.  If you want to use a different font face, select a font in the Font box in the left upper corner of the dialog box. You can keep the dialog box open while you are using Scholar's Aid.

Backing up data
Steps
•
Select the Tools|Backup data menu. This opens the Backup dialog box, in which you can select the directory and the backup file to be stored.

•
The Backup dialog will always initially open in the default backup directory selected in Preferences so, provided you are happy to store your backup files in this directory, you will not need to make any changes to the directory in which your data is saved. If you do want to save the backup file in another directory, select the directory.

•
Select Scholar's Aid Notes backup files (.N01) or Scholar's Aid Library+Notes backup files (.J01) in the Save as type box. 

•
Click Save and Scholar's Aid will backup your data. and click Save. The program will report on the progress of the backup, indicating when the process is complete.

Description
Scholar's Aid backs up most files that it uses together with your data files into a single compressed file, thereby saving you disk space, time, and effort. The default directory is the Scholar's Aid directory unless you set the Backup file directory in the Preferences, and the default name is "sa"+year+month+day+".N01" (If you select Scholar's Aid Library+Notes backup files, the extension will be J01 instead of N01). Thus, if you make a backup file on January 30, 2000, for example, the default file name would be "sa000130.N01." You can, however, give the file any name you want, and you don’t have to bother to add the N01 extension as Scholar's Aid will do this automatically. 

In addition to backing up your data on your hard disk, you can also store backup files on removable media such as floppy diskettes or a Zip drive. If you save the file to a floppy diskette, the filename will be the same, except where the file is too big to fit on to a singly diskette. In this case, the extension for the individual files that together make up the whole backup, will increase incrementally so that you can identify the order in which to use them. Thus, the first diskette will have a file with the extension .N01, the second .N02 and so on.

And always remember, the golden rule to avoid the possibility of losing any of your precious data is to backup as often as possible and it is for precisely this reason that Scholar's Aid makes it so easy to do. 

Files to be backed-up

•
Scholar's Aid Library+Notes backup files (.J01): All the files in the SysData, Library, Notefile, and MainData folders, and all the style files with ".STY" extensions in the Scholar's Aid folder.

•
Scholar's Aid Notes backup files (.N01): All the files in the SysData, Notefile, and all the style files with ".STY" extensions in the Scholar's Aid folder.

Restoring backed-up data
Steps
•
Select the Tools|Restore data menu and the Restore dialog box opens. If the directory in which it opens is not the one in which your backup file is stored, navigate to the right directory.

•
Highlight the appropriate file, and click Open. 

•
In the dialog box that opens, Scholar's Aid will pause on each file and ask you whether you want to restore it if there is a file that has the same name. If you are certain that you want to restore all the files, click All and Scholar's Aid will report on the progress of the backup, indicating when the process is complete.

Description
Restoring a backed-up data file replaces any current files that exist in the Library, Notefile, and MainData folders, as well as any files in the SysData folder. In the event that your hard disk has lost data, reinstall Scholar's Aid first, and then restore the latest backup file because a backup file does not contain all the files in the Scholar's Aid folder.

Remark

•
After restoring, if you do not see the files, click the right mouse button on the FileTab and select Refresh.

Updating Scholar's Aid using UpdateCenter

•
Make sure that you are connected to the Internet.

Select Tools|Update via the Internet menu.

Select all the files that you want to update; if you want to select more than one file, hold down the Shift or Ctrl key as you click on each file. 

•
Click the Download and install button. 

Description
Updating Scholar's Aid is as easy as clicking a button. This feature eliminates the cumbersome steps involved before in downloading Scholar's Aid compressed files from www.scholarsaid.com, decompressing the files, and finally replacing the old files with the updated ones. The UpdateCenter displays all available updates including data files, program files, and documents.

•
Reading the UpdateCenter's display: This tool has two boxes. The upper one is the Update list box. Check marks indicate those items that have already been updated. Clicking an item displays its description in the Description box which is the lower box.

•
Updating programs: Updating programs requires the program to be closed because the system cannot overwrite a running program. UpdateCenter always asks if you want to close the running program when it tries to update the program. Thus, if you are running Scholar's Aid Notes and you selected Scholar's Aid Notes update in the Update list, UpdateCenter will ask you if you want to close Scholar's Aid Notes. If you click "Yes," UpdateCenter closes Scholar's Aid Notes and replaces the former Scholar's Aid Notes program with the updated program. 
•
Proxy settings: If you are using Scholar's Aid within a local Network, you might need to setup the proxy. Click the Setup button (the button with a gear image in the bottom right-hand corner of the UpdateCenter dialog box) and enter the proxy and proxy port numbers. If you are at all unsure about this, ask your network administrator before you enter any values here. When you are finished, click OK.

•
The Remarks column in UpdateCenter is primarily for internal use. Close means that UpdateCenter should close the open window (e.g., Scholar's Aid) to update the file, while Open means that the file can be opened from UpdateCenter. Updated means that the file has been updated.

Registering Scholar's Aid

You will have to register Scholar's Aid if you want to use it for more than 60 days. Unregistered copies of the program will expire after that time. Upon registration, you will receive a key (a registration number) that will transform your copy of the program into a registered copy, and thereafter there will be no limitation on your use of the program.

You can register through the Internet, by fax or by ordinary mail. The Scholar's Aid package includes registration software. This program lets you send information directly and securely to the Scholar's Aid web server or prints a registration form that you can fax or mail.

Enter the ProductID of the copy you are registering (e.g., the copy in your laptop computer that does not have an Internet connection) and then enter the customer ID and the registration number that you were sent when you registered the original version of the program.

•
If the information is correct, your new registration number will be emailed within two minutes to the email address you recorded when you first registered the program.

•
When you register via the Internet, the data will be encrypted by a unique algorithm before it leaves your computer. No one can see the contents until they are decrypted by a specially designed program in a computer completely isolated from the Internet.

Keep the Customer ID and the registration number that you received the last time. Quick Registration requires the numbers.

Glossary

Dialog box
A windowed box that allows you to set or enter data. An example is the Open Dialog box that is used for opening a file.

Field

A database term that means a distinguished data item in a record that has one or more data items. For example, a source (record) in a bibliography file has an author, a title, a publisher, a date of publication and so on. The Author item is a field.

Popup menu
A context sensitive menu that pops up when you click the right mouse button.

Record

A database term that means a unit in a collection of units. For example, in a bibliography file, each source is a record.

RTF (Rich Text File)
This is a text file containing formatting codes. Since almost all word processors can read and write files in this format, it is a useful means for transferring formatted documents from one word processing program to another. To make an RTF file, save a document as a RTF file from within your word processor.

Speed bar or toolbar
A collection of buttons (speed buttons) that are associated with the most frequently used functions. It usually resides on the top of an application.

Splitter

A splitter is normally a narrow panel that resides between two panes or windows, enabling the user to adjust the size of each pane or window relative to the other. When the cursor rests on a splitter, it changes into a splitter cursor [[image: image129.png]


], distinguished by two vertical lines split by a horizontal line with an arrow at either end. [image: image130.png]



Status bar
The status bar is normally found on the bottom of an application and displays information about current status of application or data.

WYSIWYG

What you see is what you get.
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
